2007 Keynote Speaker:
Kerri Miller

Host, Midmorning and Talking Volumes
Minnesota Public Radio
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Kerri Miller joined MPR in June 2004 as host of Midmorning and Talking Volumes, the
joint book club of MPR, the Star Tribune and the Loft Literary Center. She has been a
radio and television news reporter since 1981. Before joining KARE-11 in 1996 and
serving as its long-time political reporter, Miller was a reporter at KSTP-TV in Minneapolis
and KTUL-TV in Tulsa. She has won numerous awards, including the Society of
Professional Journalists National Achievement Award, Minnesota Broadcasters Award,
the Associated Press Award and a Gracie award from the Association of Women in Radio
and Television.

In response to the current interest in public sociology and our overarching conference
theme, Miller plans to talk about how and why the experts and scholars that appear on
her program are chosen. To illustrate her insights and observations, Miller will also use
audio tapes from her own shows that provide examples of good (and not-so-good)
academic commentators and commentaries.

Distinguished Contribution to the Discipline Award

This yearOs concluding luncheon on Friday afternoon will include the Distinguished Contribution
to the Discipline Award t&€arla B. Howery, former ASA Deputy Executive Officer (retired

spring 2007) who recently celebrated her twenty-fifth year of service to the American Sociological
Association. Carla is a St. Olaf Graduate.

A graduate of the University of Minnesota and founding student organizer for the Sociologists of
Minnesota, Howery went on to become a pillar in the discipline and an important node in networks
connecting sociology to other organizations and disciplines. She is perhaps best known for her
contributions to teaching, and most of us have likely benefited greatly from CarlaOs pioneering
work without even realizing it. She was instrumental in developing the ASAOs Teaching Resources
Program which is responsible for creating Teaching Resource Guides that are chock full of sample
syllabi for classes ranging from the Sociology of Gender to Ethno-violence and Hate Crimes. Carla
is also deeply involved in the MOST program (Minority Opportunities through School
Transformation) program, aimed at improving the pipeline for bringing minority scholars into the
discipline, and the IDA (Integrating Data Analysis) project, designed to bring quantitative analyses
to the undergraduate level. All of these efforts have become institutions in our discipline, insuring
that her legacy will live on in the life and work of current and future sociologists.

Please be sure to set aside this time to come and honor one of our very own for her exemplary
career of work and service to the discipline.
